However, God confronts him, calling him a fool because that very night his life will be demanded from him. 
The parable ends with Jesus` warning against the pursuit of wealth at the expense of neglecting one’s  
spiritual life and relationship with God and with one another. 
     How do we battle the temptation to constantly clutch at, hoard and watch our earthly possessions? When 
we are blessed with much, give generously. Understand that only a few things are eternal and make efforts to 
invest in them. They include the Lord, His Word and His people. That means investing in our loved ones, and 
our neighbor. We make a life by what we give… 
     It is good to ask ourselves, “What do I want to take with me when I die?” Things we can take to heaven 
are testimonies and the goodwill of the people whose lives we have touched through sharing the gospel and 
with generous charity. A Godly legacy indeed! Let us not put our hope in barns filled with grain. It can blow 
out of our hands at any time. Hold on to God’s message, ‘caring for one another’ and God will never let go of 
us.
